Frequently Asked Questions about Word Study

From Gwinnett County Public Schools Office of Language Arts
What is word study?

Word study is a conceptual way of thinking about how to read and to spell words and of knowing
what those words mean. It is a richer and more rigorous way of thinking about words and how we us
them. Word study has three components: phonics, spelling, and vocabulary. These components are
powerful tools to help our elementary school students learn new words and know how to use them ii
reading and writing. Learning how to read and decode patterns in elementary school will serve stu-
dents later as they encounter much more complex words made up of those same patterns.

How is word study different from spelling?

Word study includes what we typically think
words and what those parts mean, they are able to see relationships between words that are similar
spelled. Word study is much more analytical in nature than traditional spelling instruction, and it re-
quires our students to think more deeply about words and how they are put together. However, stu-
dents will still learn the rules of spelling and how to apply those rules as part of word study.

How are phonics and spelling related?

Many of you may recall being taught phonics (the study of letters and the sounds they make) in
school, and are familiar with this aspect of instruction. Spelling, of course, has been a mainstay of
classroom practice for many, many years. The integration of phonics and spelling is a natural fit, be-
cause both of them look at patterns in words and how those patterns can be used to read and write
words. For example, we use the fAato pattern
sat, rat. The advantage in being able to read families of words is that once you learn a pattern, you ¢
use it to read and spell many other words, both simple and complex. The more patterns you learn, tli
more words you can read. And these patterns enable our students to begin thinking of spelling as a
tool to help them communicate their ideas more effectively rather than just memorization for a test.

| thought vocabulary was about learning definitions. Has this changed?

We typically think of vocabulary in terms of learning the meanings of new words, and that is still true
There will always be some words that are best learned through the use of word games and other ac
ities that help students make connections between what they aready know and what they are learning.

And sometimes, this means that students must memorize definitions. But there is an even more bas
level of mastery that also deserves attention: the study of word roots. Roots are patterns that carry
meaning (for example, hemi, which means half; sphere, which means globe). If we know what the
pattern means (and can spell it), then we can learn how to read and spell many different words with
that pattern.

Words can be made of as many as three different kinds of roots (prefixes, bases, and suffixes). For
ample, the word O6unkindlyd is made of three

Why is it so important to study words in this way in elementary school? This sounds like
something that should be taught in high school.

Approximately 95 percent of our words in the English language are derived from roots in Latit
and Greek. So, it makes sense to include an analysis of these roots as part of our word study
plan. Learning roots makes it easier for children to read new words and know what those wor

mean. For exampl e, the ¢ ommoovni nwgoor,d wahuitcohmoi
Latin and Greek. Imagine the sense of accomplishment our students will experience when th

know how to read them and understand what they mean! Knowing how to read and understal
words like this means that our students will be able to understand much more of what they
read. As a result, they will increase the size of their vocabularies, which in turn, makes it easi
still for them to read.

As a parent, what differences can | expect from the usual spelling assignments and tests?

As we study patterns and roots of words this year, you will see examples of these as part of
your c¢childés word |l ists. Your <chil dodos tea:
wordso, or some other phrase indicating t
Is for students to be able to read and spell new words that contain these patterns or roots. Fo
example, the teacher may send home a word list with two new patterns or roots. The class wi
participate in a variety of activities in which they read, write, and study some of these words.
The teacher may assess for mastery in many different ways, all of which are designed to ens
students know how to read, spell, and understand words with these patterns or roots. On a re
lar basis, new patterns or roots will be introduced while those previtaugiint may be includ-

ed as part of ongoing assessment. Teachers will also monitor writing progress for evidence tf
your child is applying this new skill as he or she writes.

How will I know that my child is becoming a better reader and speller?

Ask yourself these questions: Is my child applying knowledge of patterns and roots as he or s
encounters unknown words while reading? Is my child recognizing patterns in words outside
the school day (at home, at the grocery store, at the mall)? Is my child spelling new words co
rectly in his or her writing? And, is my child using these words and knowledge of what they
mean in conversations?

What about sight words? Will my child still learn those?

The expectation is that all teachers will teach and assess student performance in reading anc
spelling new words using patterns and roots, as well as high frequency sight words (e.g., con
said, and where).

The Gwinnett County Board of Education has called for a referendum on continuing the
one-cent Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (SPLOST) for education for another five
years. The gquestion will be on the county’s November 8, 2011, ballot. The following are
answers to key questions regarding the SPLOST. For additional information, please visit the

What is a SPLOST for education?

The Special Purpose Local Option 3ales Tax for education, also known as SPLOST, is a 1-cent sales tax on
all retail sales in Gwinnett County.

The SPLOST is a sales tax, not a property tax.

Everyone who makes a purchase in Gwinnett County, including wisitors, contributes to the support of
local schiools.

By law, a SPLOST can be used only for certain capital projects that support local schools.

such funds cannot be used for the day-to-day operational expenses of a school system.

|5 the proposed SPLOST a new tax? How long would the SPLOST be in effect?

The SPLOST is not a new or additional tax.

The current sales tax will not increase.

If approved by Gwinnett County voters, the 1-cent sales tax currently in place for schools would be
continued for another five-year period.

How will funds be used if voters approve a continuation of the 1-cent sales tax for education?
The Gwinnett County Board of Education proposes the following capital projects:

Construct 5 new schools (a relief high school for the Berkmar/Central clusters, a middle school in the
Central Gwinnett Cluster, @ middle school in the Peachtree Ridge Cluster, an elementary school in the
new Berkmar/Central relief cluster, and an elementary school in the Meadowcreek Cluster).

Add classrooms to 8 existing schools (North Gwinnett HS, Peachtree Ridge HS, Meadowcreek HS, Twin
Rivers M5, North Gwinnett MS, Alcova ES, Rockbridge ES, and Camp Creek ES).

Renovate 1 existing facility, Monarch School, to house a second middle school in the Duluth Cluster.
Air condition all middle and high school gyms, as well as all elementary activity buildings.

Air condition all school kitchens that currently do not have it.

Provide significant technology improvements in every cluster to support teaching and learming.
Catch up on preventive maintenance of existing facilities.

Purchase school buses.

What is included in the “preventive maintenance” of existing schools?

As 3 result of almost a decade of severe budget cuts, the district has had to postpone much of the preventive
maintenance that is needed at all schools and facilities. Spedfic needs vary by schoaol, but the following are
examples of preventive maintenance needs across the system:

Roof repairs

Heating and air conditicning equipment replacement
Electrical and data improvements

Lighting and energy management improvements
Replacement of floor coverings

Interior and exterior painting



Will all schools benefit from the passage of SPLOST?
Yes. Facility improvements, technology enhancements, and system infrastructure upgrades are planned for all
clusters and all schools.

Why does the school district need SPLOST funds for capital projects?
School district funds and expenses generally fall into two categories:

«  (Operational Expenses — Such expenses include teacher salaries, instructional materials, bus fuel, and
utility bills. Funding is provided through state allocations and local property taxes.

« (Capital Expenses — Such expenses include the construction and renovation of school facilities, and the
purchase of costly items such as land, buses, and technology. Funding primarily is provided through a
voter-approved SPLOST or Bond referendum, with some supplemental funds provided by the state.

¢ [Funds for operational expenses are not sufficient to cover the cost of capital project needs.

How have SPLOST funds been used in the past to support schools?
¢  Gwinnett County voters first approved a SPLOST for education in 1997.
* \oters approved a continuation of the 1-cent sales tax for education in 2001 and 2006.
*  Previous SPLOST funds have been used to construct 46 new schools, helping the school system to keep
pace with enrollment growth.
* A portion of previous SPLOST funds has been used for classroom additions and renovations, and for the
purchase of buses and technology.

Why is the district looking to renew the SPLOST now?
*  The current SPLOST expires June 30, 2012. Approval in Movember will allow GCPS to continue collecting
the penny beginning on July 1, 2012,
* By law, school systems have limited dates available to hold a SPLOST referendum.

The ballot question on the SPLOST also mentions $275,000,000 in general obligation bonds that will
be approved as well, What are these for?
This will be the second SPLOST that also includes approval of general obligation bonds. These bonds will provide

the district with funding prior to the collection of the sales tax, allowing the district to get a jumpstart on
projects. These bonds will be paid for with sales tax proceeds as they are collected.

What happens if voters do not approve continuation of the SPLOST?

The SPLOST is a primary source of funding for building and maintaining quality schoal facilities for students.
Without this source of funds, the school district will be limited in its ability to provide new schools and to
maintain existing school fadlities. In addition to buildings, SPLOST has been a key funding source for ensuring
that technology for students and teachers is updated. Educational technology is changing, and SPLOST IV will
help GCPS effectively meet the needs of students, parents, teachers, and community members, with technology
resources that improve student learning experiences and enable communication at all levels.
